Insert the power cord through the suitable slots and then fix it by the
clamp.

USE

* Put the power cable into the socket. (Note: Make sure the
voltage which is indicated on the device matches the local voltage
before connecting the device. Voltage 220V-240V ~ 50/60Hz).

* This heater is equipped with three different heating levels, select the
desired heating level. Press the oscillating switch to make the heater
oscillate. Press it again to shut off the oscillating movement.

» This appliance is provided with a safety switch, the safety switch will
turn off the device when the heater is tilted or when it’s tipped.
